Conservation status: RARE

What is Banksia marginata Wet Scrub?

e As the name suggests, Banksia marginata (honeysuckle)
dominates this type of scrub, with other species such as scented
paperbark (Melaleuca squarrosa), manuka (Leptospermum
scoparium) and L. nitidum (shining tea-tree). Cutting grass
(Gahnia grandis) and twining cord-rush (Empodisma minus) inter-
twine throughout the scrub making the understorey very dense
and difficult to walk through - almost impenetrable. Occasionally,
in long unburnt scrub, myrtle (Nothofagus cunninghamii), dwarf
leatherwood (Eucryphia milliganii), white waratah (Agastachys
odorata) or native plum (Cenarrhenes nitida), start to appear as
seedlings and small shrubs in the understorey.

e Banksia marginata Wet Scrub grows on peat soils on quartzites,
conglomerate and siliceous volcanic rocks in western and south-

western Tasmania.

Where can | see examples of Banksia marginata
Wet Scrub?

e This type of scrub can be found on the plains at Sandfly
Creek and at the base of Mt Eliza near Lake Pedder, and
on the sides of ridges east of the Tyndall Range, near
Tullah.

Why is Banksia marginata Wet Scrub important
and what are its management issues?

e Banksia marginata Wet Scrub is rare, covering only about
3,300 hectares.

e Most occurs in reserves such as the Cradle Mountain —
Lake St Clair National Park and South-West National
Park.

e Appropriate fire regimes are important to maintain this
vegetation community. Fires are often only occasional
events in this scrub because it occurs on sites with high
rainfall (e.g. south-western Tasmania). In the absence of
fire, rainforest species may replace the scrub species,
and in particular Banksia marginata may disappear. Too
frequent fire will eliminate shrubs and the site may
become dominated by buttongrass moorland and
heathland.
